The Bible is a living testimony of some of the
greatest calls in history. When we think of these
calls we immediately think of Noah, Abraham,
Moses, David, the prophets, and others whom
God called into his service.

The first call | would like to explore is the call
of Moses. We read in the book of Exodus that
when God called Moses, the Israelites had been
enslaved for over four hundred years. Yet even in
the midst of their despair, their trials, and their
sufferings, God did not forget his people.
