How was education in Greece under the 400 years of Ottoman
rule? A significant exhibit opened in Greece last September

- under the title” How the Greeks learned from the Fall until the

Revolution (1453-1821)” that will attempt to give answers to
this question.

Educating the new generation of Greeks was of foremost
importance to the revolutionary state, the central governance
as well as local societies, rich private people and the foreign
Greek companies who contributed to the Agona (Fight). After
the Fall of Constantinople, the church used some of its
privileged freedoms granted by the Ottomans and took over
educating the Greeks. The so called “schools of sacred
literacies” used Liturgical books for reading. Gradually education
and the “common school” were formed offering basic
knowledge: reading, writing and
arithmetic was formed. The first
manuals were termed “mathimataria.”
At the exhibit it is shown that the
Greeks learned reading by spelling out
well-known prayers.

Although, in a way, the Turks tolerated
the educational practices of the
“rayiades” they resisted it. To allow a
school to be established they demanded the necessary bribes.
When there was political unrest, the Turkish wrath was aimed
at the schools. Those schools which we know as “Kryfa
